In English, we conjugate verbs by changing verbs like to run into he runs, I run, and we ran. Notice how we conjugate the verb differently depending on the
perspective (who) and the tense (when). We can visualize these differences in conjugation with the chart below. To run - Present Tense I run We run You run You guys run He runs; she runs They run In these tables, each cell represents a different “who.” When you see these verb conjugation tables, you can think of them as displayed in the chart
below. Singular Plural First Person I We Second Person You You guys; you all Third Person He; She; It They; Them Usually the tables are abbreviated into a 2 column, 3 row layout rather than 3 columns and 4 rows, but the concept is the same. For example, here’s a basic conjugation for the english verb to walk in the past tense: To walk - Past Tense I
walked We walked You walked You guys walked He walked; she walked They walked The past tense is really easy to conjugate in English. You just add "ed" to the root verb and listo! It’s much more complicated in Spanish, as you’ll learn, but the same concept applies. How to Conjugate Verbs in Spanish Conjugating verbs in Spanish requires an
understanding of a few different concepts: Tense Perspective Verbs ending in -ar vs -er and -ir Irregular verb conjugations With those in mind, usually conjugations include the root of the word being conjugated minus the last two letters of the verb (ar, er, or ir). Verb Tense In English, different tenses produce verb conjugations such as: I eat I am
eating I ate I will eat See how the verb tense effects the way we conjugate? The concept applies the same in Spanish. The most common tenses that you’ll conjugate are: El Presente: The present tense El Futuro: The future tense El Pretérito Perfecto: The preterite tense (past tense, fixed) El Pretérito Imperfecto: The imperfect tense (past tense,
malleable) There are other tenses that we won'’t get into in this article. El Pretérito vs El Imperfecto El preterito and el imperfecto are both past-tense conjugations. Learning which one is more appropriate will take time, but we can simplify with these guidelines. Use el preterito when speaking about: A single event in the past Events that began and
ended in the past Use el imperfecto when speaking about: A habitual or repeated action An ongoing action with no specified completion General descriptions of physical or emotional states of being in the past Expressions of time in the past For more on the imperfect vs the preterite tense, check out this article by our friends at Lawless Spanish.
Perspective In order to conjugate verbs, you must be speaking about a specific person or subject. There are only 6 perspectives you need to know, and they line up with the cells in the chart shown above. The six perspectives for conjugating verbs are: I = Yo You — T He/She/It — El, Ella, Usted We — Nosotros You guys/you all - Vosotros (only used in
Spain, otherwise use ellos, ellas, or ustedes) They/them — Ellos, Ellas, Ustedes The perspective or the subject of the verb will change how it's conjugated. AR, ER, and IR Verbs In Spanish, it’s easy to tell when a word is a verb because all verbs end in one of these three ways. AR: Caminar, Hablar, Presentar ER: Comer, Ver*, Correr, Conocer*, Saber*
IR: Vivir, Escribir, Subir, Describir, Dormir* * Indicates verb has irregular conjugations There are different rules for conjugation depending on the last two letters of these verbs. In other words, Spanish verbs ending in AR are conjugated differently than verbs ending in ER and IR. Irregular Spanish Verbs For the most part, what you'll learn in this
article applies to any verb in the Spanish language. However, some verbs are irregular, meaning they get conjugated differently. They break the rules you're about to learn. It's important to keep this in mind, and you may want to keep a list of irregular verbs and their proper conjugations. A good one can be found on Fluentin3months. Present Tense
Verb Conjugations The first tense you’ll learn how to conjugate for is the present tense, or el presente. In the present tense, AR verbs are conjugated differently than ER and IR Verbs. Escribir (“to write”): Yo escribi Tu escribiste Ella escribié Nosotros escribimos Vosotros escribisteis Ellas
escribieron Future Tense Spanish Verb Conjugations Unlike the other tenses we’ve learned about thus far, constructing a conjugation in the future tense doesn’t require you to discern between AR, ER, and IR verbs. All regular verbs are conjugated the same way in the future tense. Here’s how: Instead of cutting off the last two letters like we’ve done
on other conjugations, the future tense just adds characters onto the end of the verb. Here’s an example: Tomar (“to take” or “to drink”): Yo tomaré Td tomardas Ella tomara Nosotros tomaremos Vosotros tomareis Ellos tomaran For more instruction on using the future tense, go through this lesson by StudySpanish Conclusion One of the most
important things to keep in mind while you’'re learning Spanish is that not all verbs follow the rules outlined in this post. Many verbs you’ll come across are irregular. Some of the other ways you might see verbs conjugated in Spanish are: Yo estaba caminando cuando... He vivido aqui por 3 afios The translations of these phrases are as follows: I was
walking when ... Most verbs within each group follow the same regular conjugation patterns, so once you’ve learned these three sets of conjugations, you can apply the same pattern
to any other regular verb in that group. Many verbs follow slightly different conjugation patterns, so these variants need to be learned separately. Still, these irregular conjugations usually only differ in a couple of places, and in a couple of tenses. The majority of conjugations, even for irregular verbs, follow the regular patterns of their group.

We recognize these in their infinitive form as verbs ending in -ar. In Spanish, conjugation for this group of verbs is known as the primera conjugaciéon. We’ll provide the -ar
conjugation chart for each tense. We’'ll break the tenses down by mood, presenting the simple tenses and the perfect tenses for each. In every tense, we’ll first show the -ar verb endings in Spanish, and then we’ll demonstrate them in action with a sample regular -ar verb conjugation. We’ll use a different regular -ar verb every time, always
highlighting the -ar verb’s ending in each example. At the end of the post, we’ll include a list of the most common regular -ar verbs in Spanish that follow the conjugation patterns we present here, followed by example sentences where we conjugate each one. We also recommend our related post with the 44 most common -ar verbs in Spanish.
Remember that the conjugations we’re presenting here are for regular -ar verbs in Spanish. Impersonal forms Before we get into the tenses, let’s just cover the impersonal verb forms. As our sample -ar verb for these forms we’ll use the verb

tomar, meaning to take or to drink. Indicative mood We’ll start off with the -ar conjugation charts in the Spanish indicative mood. Here we’ll use cantar, meaning to sing, as our sample -ar verb. subject imperfect -ar verb endings cantar yo -aba cantaba ta -abas cantabas él,
ella, usted -aba cantaba nosotros, nosotras -abamos cantdbamos vosotros, vosotras -abais cantabais ellos, ellas, ustedes -aban cantaban Preterite AR verb conjugation Now we’ll learn the regular -ar verb conjugation for the preterite past tense, in contrast to the imperfect past. See our post on the “acabar de” hack for the other easy way to talk about
the immediate past. We’ll demonstrate this tense using comprar, meaning to buy. Note that the first-person plural (nosotros/nosotras) preterite conjugation for -ar verbs is identical to that of the present tense we saw above. subject preterite -ar verb endings comprar yo -é compré tu -aste compraste él, ella, usted -6 compro nosotros, nosotras -amos
compramos vosotros, vosotras -asteis comprasteis ellos, ellas, ustedes -aron compraron Future AR verb conjugation The last simple tense we’ll cover in the indicative is the Spanish future tense. For a simpler way to talk about the future, we recommend our post on the “voy a” hack. We’ll use viajar as our example verb here, meaning to travel. subject
future -ar verb endings viajar yo -aré viajaré tu -aras viajaras él, ella, usted -ara viajara nosotros, nosotras -aremos viajaremos vosotros, vosotras -aréis viajaréis ellos, ellas, ustedes -aran viajaran Present perfect AR verb conjugation Now let’s get into the compound tenses in the indicative mood, starting with the present perfect tense, or pretérito
perfecto. Since the compound conjugations are all built around the participle, the only thing that changes in these tenses is the conjugation of the auxiliary verb haber. We’ll demonstrate our compound conjugations with the sample verb pintar, meaning to paint, whose participle is pintado. subject present perfect -ar verb endings pintar yo he -ado

he pintado tu has -ado has pintado €], ella, usted ha -ado ha pintado nosotros, nosotras hemos -ado haemos pintado vosotros, vosotras habéis -ado habéis pintado ellos, ellas, ustedes han -ado han pintado Past perfect AR verb conjugation Next, we’ll see the past perfect conjugation of -ar verbs. This tense is called pretérito pluscuamperfecto in Spanish.

pintado nosotros, nosotras hubimos -ado hubimos pintado vosotros, vosotras hubisteis -ado hubisteis pintado ellos, ellas, ustedes hubieron -ado hubieron pintado Future perfect AR verb conjugation The final -ar conjugation chart we’ll look at in the indicative mood is the perfect future tense. subject future perfect -ar verb endings pintar yo habré -ado

We’ll cover every tense here, including the archaic ones. Present subjunctive AR verb conjugation We’ll start with the most common tense in this mood, the present subjunctive. We’ll use trabajar as our example verb here, which means to work. subject present subjunctive -ar verb endings trabajar yo -e trabaje tu -es trabajes él, ella, usted -e trabaje
nosotros, nosotras -emos trabajemos vosotros, vosotras -éis trabajéis ellos, ellas, ustedes -en trabajen Imperfect subjunctive AR verb conjugation There are two acceptable sets of verb endings in the imperfect subjunctive tense, so we’ll include them both here. Either one is considered correct. As our example verb, we’ll use hablar, which means to
speak or to talk. subject imperfect subjunctive -ar verb endings hablar yo -ara / -ase hablara / hablase tu -aras / -ases hablaras / hablases él, ella, usted -ara / -ase hablara / hablase nosotros, nosotras -d&ramos / -dsemos habldramos / habldsemos vosotros, vosotras -arais / -aseis hablarais / hablaseis ellos, ellas, ustedes -aran / -asen hablaran / hablasen
Present perfect subjunctive AR verb conjugation Here’s our first compound subjunctive tense, known in Spanish as the pretérito perfecto subjuntivo. Ordering It's also quite common to use the present tense in Spanish when ordering something in a restaurant or store. examples ¢Me trae un café, por favor? Would you bring me a coffee, please? Quiero el arroz con pollo. I would like the chicken and rice. Stem-changing verbs in the present tense use the same endings as regular -ar, -er, and -ir verbs
when conjugated, but undergo a vowel change in the last syllable of the stem. In this article, we'll take a look at the following present tense stem changes: e > ie changes o > ue changes e > i changes i > ie changes u > ue changes 1. e > ie Changes This type of stem change affects the largest number of verbs. For verbs in this group, the e in the last
syllable of the stem changes to ie. Check out an example of this in the conjugation table for the verb querer(to want). These two forms maintain the form of the infinitive stem. If you
think of the way many traditional verb tables are presented (see the conjugation table of querer above), you'll notice that the four verb conjugations that do undergo a stem change make the form of a rudimentary boot (or an "L").
