There	is	no	shame	in	switching	to	Nier:	Automata's	Easy	mode	to	gain	access	to	the	following	plug-ins.	Especially	if	they	are	proving	too	repetitive	and	difficult,	but	hankfully,	there	is	an
easy	workaround	to	defeat	the	hacking	games	by	using	the	following	instructions:	During	the	second	playthrough,	find	an	item	vendor	in	Machine	Village.	Purchase	1	Auto-Evade	from	the	Item	Shop	for	500G.	Purchase	1	Auto-Fire	from	the	Item	Shop	for	500G.	Access	the	in-game	menu	and	select	Skills.	Select	Plug-In	Chips.	Select	Set	Type	A.	Select
Customize.	Players	can	now	customize	the	rate	of	automatic	fire	and	auto	evade	to	their	liking.	Using	the	above	method	works	for	bullet	hell-style	mini-games	and	will	make	short	work	of	the	enemies.	In	addition	to	the	above	plug-ins,	the	player	may	want	to	consider	purchasing	the	Item	Scan	Chip	to	reveal	the	locations	of	the	chests	on	the	map.
