AT	use	the	HTML	document	structure	and	the	semantic	meaning	associated	with	different	HTML	elements	to	assist	in	making	content	easy	to
understand.	Many	AT	and	their	end	users	create	custom	stylesheets	assigning	different	presentations	(volumes,	tone,	etc)	to	different	element	types	(i.e.	elements	may	be	spoken	more	loudly	and	with	a	deeper	tone). The	AT	won't	go	into	a	loop	or	double-read	the	label.	So	setting	a	tabindex	on	the	label	reads	the	label	when	the	input	gets	focus.	Entering	tab	will	go	to	the	label
but	the	AT	won't	read	anything	-	so	it	feels	like	the	tab	is	"broken/stuck"	for	the	AT	(visually	you	see	the	focus	switch	but	the	AT	does	not	speak	anything).	The	third	tab	then	moves	to	the	next	input.	Setting	tabindex="-1"	on	the	input	and	tabindex="0"	on	the	label	looks	more	correct	-	the	label	highlights	and	is	spoken	when	it	gets	focus	and	keyboard
input	toggles	(in	the	case	of	a	checkbox)	the	input.	However	(on	Chrome)	the	AT	freaks	out	and	reads	all	the	label	entries	that	are	"nearby"	in	the	DOM	when	the	first	input	gets	focus	and	then	does	not	read	anything	else	as	focus	moves	in	the	"nearby	group"	(aka	don't	do	it).	It	is	important	to	test	using	a	screen	reader.	There	is	no	substitute	for
experiencing	and	trying	to	operate	the	UI	regularly	using	AT.
