And	as	a	result,	theyll	close	them	out	down	to	the	1	sale.Of	course,	Holiday	close-outs
are	popular	in	most	stores.	For	example,	after	Valentines	Day,	stores	close	out	chocolates	and	candy,	and	other	holiday-themed	items	at	a	step-down	sale	discount.
