Remember that the adverb well is irregular. A very common error that people make is to say "I ran to the store quick" or "he runs very quick." This is not the proper usage of the
word "quick." In these sentences, "quick" is modifying "ran" and "runs." Those words are verbs, and need to be modified by an adverb, not an adjective.
