Indeed,	you’ll	fit	more	in	it	than	you	would	in	that	of	a	petrol-powered	BMW	Series	Active	Tourer	and	it	benefits	from	a	low	load	lip	and	broad	aperture,	which	is	a	boon	when	you’re	loading	pushchairs
and	other	bulky	items.	If	you	need	an	even	bigger	boot,	consider	the	Touran	or	the	Ford	S-Max.The	Mercedes	B-Class	is	priced	in	line	with	its	key	rival,	the	BMW	2	Series	Active	Tourer	when	it	comes	to	equipment.	That	means	it’ll	cost	you	more	to	buy	than	the	VW	Touran	both	before	and	after	discounts.	On	the	other	hand,	it’s	expected	to	hold	on	to
its	value	better	than	its	key	rivals,	although	still	nowhere	near	as	well	as	an	equivalent	family	SUV	such	as	the	Volvo	XC40. There	is	only	about	an	inch	more	head	room	for	passengers	in	the	front	and	rear	seats	than	the	A-Class,	but	that	car	is	far	from	cramped,	and	the	cleverly	lowered	beltline	of	the	B-Class	gives	its	cabin	a	genuinely	pleasant,	airy	ambience	unmatched	among	its	rivals.It’s	a	feeling	exaggerated	by
seats	that	set	the	hip	point	of	front	seat	occupants	a	whole	90mm	higher	than	in	the	A-Class,	and	while	the	trade-off	for	this	is	a	driving	position	that	feels	more	MPV	than	hatchback,	it	also	makes	for	satisfyingly	effortless	ingress	and	a	commanding	view	of	the	road	ahead.Indeed,	there’s	barely	any	need	to	drop	yourself	down	into	the	confines	of	the
B-Class,	and	with	the	increased	width	of	this	new	platform,	there’s	now	also	even	more	space	for	knees	and	elbows.	Elsewhere,	we	measured	(allowing	for	a	driver	of	average	proportions)	rear	leg	room	at	740mm	–	just	10mm	shy	of	what	you	can	expect	in	an	E-Class	saloon	–	but	due	to	an	intrusively	raised	section	of	floor	and	firm	cushioning,	middle
seat	passengers	won’t	appreciate	longer	journeys.	It	is	worth	noting,	too,	that	there	are	only	two	Isofix	child	seat	points	in	the	rear,	whereas	some	rival	MPVs	offer	three.If	its	ergonomics	impress,	the	B-Class	also	succeeds	as	a	luxury	proposition	because,	by	the	standards	of	this	obstinately	sensible	class,	the	interior	design	and	materials	used	are
opulent.	The	B-Class	borrows	much	from	the	A-Class	–	a	class	leader	in	this	respect	–	including	MBUX	high-resolution	displays,	‘turbine’	air	vents	plus	high-gloss	and	soft-touch	plastics.	Ambient	lighting	shines	crisply	across	the	dash	and	into	the	door	cards,	not	only	remedying	our	test	car’s	monochromatic	interior	palate	but	also	making	this	cabin
particularly	cosseting	at	night.However,	while	the	Mercedes	scores	highly	for	effortlessly	ferrying	a	family	of	four,	when	it	comes	to	their	luggage	it	lacks	the	versatility	of	rivals. around	town	In	town	If	most	of	your	driving	life	is	in	town,	pick	the	B200	petrol	model.	Diesel	is	usually	wasted	if	you’re	mostly	driving	around	town	anyway,	but	one	of	the	big	advantages	of	the	1.3-litre	turbo	petrol	engine	is	that	it	comes	as	standard	with	a	seven-speed	dual-clutch	automatic	gearbox	and	a	mild	hybrid	system	which	includes	a
compact	electric	motor.	This	combo	gives	smoother	gear	changes,	which	is	great	when	you’re	trickling	in	traffic,	as	well	as	some	handy	fuel	savings	when	you’re	shuffling	around	at	low	speeds.	Here,	though,	the	B-Class,	in	either	version,	suffers	from	having	suspension	that’s	been	stiffened	up	for	cornering,	but	which	gives	it	a	too-firm	ride	at	lower
speeds.	It’s	not	going	to	knock	your	teeth	out	or	anything,	but	it	is	noticeably	lumpy	and	often	irritating	around	town.	Sitting	up	high	in	the	B-Class	does	give	you	a	good	view	out,	certainly	more	so	than	in	the	A-Class	hatchback,	although	your	over-the-shoulder	vision	is	a	little	spoiled	by	the	big	rear	roof	pillar	and	a	fairly	small	rear	window.	Helpfully,
though,	you	do	get	a	standard	reversing	camera	—	upgraded	to	a	360-degree	camera	for	higher-spec	models	—	and	parking	sensors. On	the	motorway	Conversely,	if	many	of	your	miles	are	spent	on	the	motorway,	then	it’s	well	worth	considering	the	B200d	diesel.
In	theory,	the	diesel	B-Class	is	a	full	10mpg	better	off	than	the	petrol	version,	and	that’s	a	gap	that’s	likely	to	be	bigger	in	the	real	world,	on	multi-lane	roads.	The	B-Class	cruises	quite	comfortably	and	with	decent	refinement,	although	tyre	roar	can	be	an	issue	on	coarse	surfaces.	It	does	come	standard	with	lots	of	electronic	driver	aids,	such	as	cruise
control	(not	adaptive	cruise,	though),	a	blind-spot	monitor,	and	a	lane-keeping	assistant.	The	only	downside	is	that	the	petrol	engine	can	get	rather	harsh	when	you	rev	it	hard,	such	as	when	joining	a	fast-flowing	motorway.	On	a	twisty	road	You’d	assume	just	from	the	B-Class’	tall	and	practical	shape	that	it	wouldn’t	be	up	to	much	on	a	twisty	road,	but
you’d	assume	wrong.	In	fact,	thanks	to	using	the	same	sophisticated	multi-link	rear	suspension	as	the	A-Class	hatchback,	the	B-Class	is	actually	surprisingly	good	fun	to	punt	through	a	series	of	corners.	It’s	not	a	hot	hatch	or	anything,	and	the	steering	feels	a	little	more	detached	than	it	would	in	the	A-Class,	but	the	B	is	responsive	and	well-balanced,
and	the	ride	comfort	issues	that	bother	it	around	town	fade	into	the	background.
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
